Rebuilding process of the destroyed towns and villages 
(with the exception of Beirut southern suburb)

The Lebanese government pledged to rebuild the destroyed towns and villages (with the exception of Beirut southern suburb) according to a mechanism that will be adopted by the donor, who will have the following obligations: 
a- Rebuilding the town or village infrastructure according to the general master plan. 

b- Pledging to build a public building for the use of the municipality and all its public needs, including a public venue and/or a public library. 
c- Pledging to pay compensations to the stricken population according to the same norms adopted by the state i.e. L.B.P. 50 millions for the completely destroyed house and L.B.P. 10 millions as a contribution for buying the existing appliances. Otherwise and if the loss is less that the above, the compensation that shall be paid is then set according to the following standards:
· For complete destruction, 100% compensation will be paid (building + furniture), which amounts to $40,000.
· For partial destruction, 70% compensation will be paid (building + furniture), which amounts to $28,000.

· For major damages, 40% building compensation will only be paid, which amounts to $13,333. 

· For minor damages, 10% building compensation will only be paid, which amounts to $3,333.

Compensation disbursement:

1 -Individual accounts will be opened in the ‘Banque du Liban’ in the name of the High Relief Council (HRC) where the donor country or its designated representative, is solely entitled to sign disbursements under the supervision of the HRC and other concerned Lebanese institutions that are represented each in its competence: a- The Council of the South, b- The Ministry of the Displaced, the Central Fund of the Displaced, c- The Council of Development and Reconstruction. 
Compensations are paid according to audited lists of beneficiaries, and issued by the Presidency of the Council of Ministers. On the basis of the information deduced from the concerned sources, the compensations will be transferred to the beneficiaries directly, or through the Council of the South, the Ministry of the Displaced, the Central Fund of the Displaced in charge of the damage assessment process, provided the donor or his representative in collaboration with the consulting engineer appointed by him or by the Presidency of the Council of Ministers, audits the presented statements, and then compensations are transferred to the bank account of the stricken party, or via bank checks to be paid solely to the first beneficiary.

2- International accounts auditors will be appointed to monitor all the steps of this process, in addition, auditors will be appointed to supervise and regularly monitor the transparency and good conduct of all the steps of this process.
