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What is the Lebanese American Renaissance Partnership?

It is a partnership among Lebanese American entrepreneurs, business and community leaders who have joined to support the sovereignty of Lebanon in its reconstruction efforts and to establish a link between Lebanese entrepreneurs and their United States immigrant counterparts.

What is the reason for your visit to Lebanon?

The group is organized by Mr. Walid Maalouf, Director of Public Diplomacy for Middle Eastern & MEPI Affairs at the U.S. Agency for International Development. The entire delegation is visiting in its personal capacity and all members support the government of Prime Minister Fouad Siniora and President George W. Bush’s forward strategy of freedom in the Middle East.
